Permeation Grouting

Permeation grouting with microfine cement has been carried out at properties in Coogee, Clovelly, Bondi and Redfern.These are generally basement excavations beneath old stone buildings founding on sand. The microfine cement provides stabilisation of the sand allowing the building to be underpinned. Successful projects have included Clovelly Hotel and the new National Indigenous Development Centre in Redfern where the heritage buildings are being integrated and developed into the site with increased headroom to be provided on the ground floor.
Cement/Bentonite Cut-off Wall
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A new development adjacent to the Mobil Station in Gymea required an excavation to a depth of 1.5m. This excavation exposed some hydrocarbons in the ground beneath the Mobil Station. GFWAust were appointed to install a cement/bentonite barrier with a liner along the boundary line to create an impermeable barrier for the hydrocarbon contaminants
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We have continued with pipe grouting works for Energy Australia and Sydney Water using non-shrink grouts, including backfilling the annulus of a 550m bore making over 10,000 litres of water per day. GFWAust were also commissioned for a special project on Central Station in Sydney to seal a new drainage pipe from one of the platforms into the pedestrian cross passage below.
